Rather than distribution through our Guild, you will need to apply for
your own card. This can be done by one of two methods. You may register for
your card directly with an online sigup at joann.com/VIP. This is a very sim-

ple process. If you do not have Internet access you may phone your informa-
tion to 1:877-604-2280. After you have applied, your card will be mailed di-
rectly to you from JéAnn. You need to remember that once you receive your
card that it will need to be validated by store management prior to first use by
providing proof of organization membership and a state issued photo ID. The
process takes four to six weeks so you might want to apply today. Good luck
and enjoy your card.
